Coffee sampling and quality determination:

1.  Graded coffee:

a. Sample 100% of coffee offered for storage

b. Observe colour:

i. The coffee must be free of mould

ii. Washed coffee should appear green or bluish green

iii. Natural coffee should appear brown or greenish brown.

c. Smell the coffee. It should be free of earthiness and mustiness.
d. Obtain part of the sample to do moisture test. The amount needed for moisture testing may be limited by the testing equipment and its manufacturer. Allowable moisture is 12.5% +/- 0.5%. Reject if moisture content is more than 13%.

e. To determine defects, weigh 300g of the sample. Separate defective beans by picking. Then determine defective beans by:

i. Count (as % of the number in the 300g sample)

ii. Weight (as % of the 300g sample)

iii. Categorising.

Reject if the measured defects are above the limits given in the table below, e.g. for Natural Uganda Arabica screen 18 the coffee would be rejected if defects exceeded 7%.

f. To determine retention (screening), weigh 300g of the sample and shake over the appropriate screen.  

Reject if the measured retention is less than the limit in the table below, e.g. for Natural Uganda Arabica screen 18 the coffee would be rejected if retention was below 92%.

g. Cup-tasting.

2. FAQ / DRUGAR / WUGAR

a. All steps as for graded coffee except retention.

b. To determine the retention several screens are used and the (percentage) retention (by weight) over each screen is measured.
